Head of School: 

· I now have four sessions per week funded for my role as Head of School 

· My Deanery days are:

· 1st and 3rd Thursdays of the month

· Every Friday

· I will update this written report regularly for use if I cannot attend your RTC.

Future of the Deanery and Administrative Support:
· There is widespread support for the continued existence of Deaneries

· There are proposals for bodies called Local Education and Training Boards (LETBs) but what these are or will do remains unclear

· There is still a recruitment freeze for permanent staff. Because of this we have to employ temporary staff from agencies and have a high turnover which has led to some difficulties.  We have a number of new staff in the secondary care team who are working hard to update our records and ensure that meetings/ARCPs are well planned; please be supportive to them

Website:
· Your speciality’s section of the website is only as good as you make it yourselves. Please review it regularly to ensure it provides up to date information relevant to current trainees and those considering applying for a post with you. Acute medicine and geriatrics have areas of good practice you may wish to emulate. When you want to make changes, please liaise with Sarah Amery (webtemp@eoe.nhs.uk). 

Quality Management:

· We are in the process of compiling our Annual Deanery Report and you will recently have received a QM form to help us with this. This is not just a paper exercise – it is designed to lead to improvement. If there are areas of amber or red in your speciality, you need to be working on making them green next year

· The GMC Trainee Survey this year will include a report for trainees working in the geographical area of the Deanery (more useful for College Tutors in Trusts) and a separate report for trainees on EoE training programmes (More useful for TPDs); This year’s survey’s release has been delayed, so you may need to use last year’s survey results as evidence for your QM1 QM2 forms

· We require all training programmes to undertake a local survey of their training programmes using the Bristol on Line tool. For those not already doing this or who want to revise their survey, please contact Agnes Donoughue Agnes.Donoughue@eoe.nhs.uk
ARCPs

· Every ARCP panel must have at least one member who has undergone ARCP training
· Details of future ARCP training days will be circulated shortly
· If you anticipate that a trainee is going to receive an unfavourable outcome (3 or 4), please send me details so that I can arrange for one of the Deputy Deans or me to be present if appropriate
· There are ongoing discussions at the RCP about whether it is necessary to continue with PYAs now that we have effective ARCPs
FfIT
· Most of this year’s FfIT has been allocated; there is approx £4k unallocated for this year

Academic Medicine

· Dr Wilf Kelsall has been appointed as Associate Dean with responsibility for academic medicine
Heads of School Meeting at RCP: 22nd September 2011

The following were discussed
· It is not appropriate to mandate the need for being on call out of hours (ooh) in curricula as ooh cover is funded by LEPs

· An attempt is being made to agree what ARCP outcomes should be awarded to CMTs who have failed different parts of the MRCP to ensure consistency between Deaneries

· Proleptic appointments can be made to ST3 posts and trainees will have until the first Weds in August to pass full MRCP

· It has been reported that the UKFPO has agreed that Foundation Trainees will not be discouraged from taking  professional exams; written confirmation from the UKFPO is awaited

· Work to make most WPBAs formative rather than summative is advanced; DOPS for some procedures will have a summative stage to confirm that the trainee can perform them independently 

· Training programmes need to ensure that periods OOP are coordinated to minimise the impact on service; it is not appropriate to mandate a period of research in curricula

· There is a plan to survey F2s to assess attitudes to a career in medicine

· Two new membership categories (for medical students and foundation trainees) have been devised; (membership fees equivalent to one bottle of port and four bottles of port per year respectively!)

· ePortfoilo: NES has a backlog of about 18 months for the “non-urgent” work requested by the RCP; a lot of updates are done at 10.00 pm which is why it tends to crash at this time. The Service Level Agreement is being reviewed

· Joint infection training: now being led by the RCP and RCPath not the AoMRC; The proposal is for two years of CMT; then two years core infection training and either two years infectious diseases or two years medical microbiology. More work is needed to identify the training capacity 

· Workforce: Different “versions” of the  2011 CfWI report appear to be in circulation; expansion of geriatrics, haematology, dermatology, allergy, stroke medicine, and acute medicine) and a decrease in renal, respiratory, gastroenterology and GUM are being proposed; it is likely that most posts lost will be in London

· PYAs/ARCPs: The JRCPTB is responsible for funding of expenses for external assessors for PYAs; The Deanery will fund expenses for external assessors for ARCPs

· Dual training in intensive care medicine: There is GMC approval for joint renal and ICM training. GMC approval for joint respiratory and ICM training and for joint acute medicine and ICM training is awaited. Trainees will be recruited to ICM in 2012 and to the second speciality in 2013. The EoE ICM training committee will probably bid for six posts this year (of the 75 available nationally)
